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This became very well known through the playing of nyckelharpist Ceylon Wallin (1922-1984) of Vald socken,
now in Uppsala. Ceylon Wallin even appeared on a postage stamp in the 70s.

"Batsman Dack" or "Boatman Déck" (pronounced "Deck') was Johan Dack (1848-1913), who was a fiddle player
and sailor, and apparently circumnavigated the globe three times. He was a tutor to Ceylon Wallin’s father, Albin,
who was also a well known fiddler.
